Editorial of 2023 - NCCP Events and Activities

This year, the North Cambridge Community Partnership (NCCP) continued to serve as a vital community

hub, organising a variety of impactful and engaging events for local families. Highlights included the much -

loved annual Summer Beach Trip to Great Yarmouth, where families enjoyed a day at the seaside, sup-

ported by generous contributions from local businesses. NCCP also held a Family Summer Fun Event in

Nunids Way Recreation Ground, featuring activities | iKke
sions, and face painting. The event drew over 300 families, bringing joy and togetherness under the sum-

mer sun.

NCCPls weekly c¢clubs flourished, from the Little Rainbc
childhood development and creativity. Additionally, the NCCP Gardening Club and a partnership with On

the Verge saw residents planting spring bulbs and beautifying community spaces, creating greener, more

welcoming environments.

Educational initiatives thrived, including the ESOL classes in partnership with Cambridgeshire Skills, which

empowered non -native English speakers to build language skills and confidence. The Cambridge Science

Centre collaboration brought STEM  -focused learning to the community, offering hands -on experiments

and inspiring young scientists.

Seasonal celebrations like Halloween and Christmas Lights Switch ~ -On events filled the year with festivi-

ties. Halloween featured face painting, costume contests, and spooky treats, while the Christmas event at

Arbury Court, complete with mince pies and caroling, united residents in holiday cheer. The year conclud-

ed with the traditional Christmas Pantomime performance of Cinderella, attended by nearly 200 local res-

idents.

In 2024, NCCP aims to expand its programs with initiat
teaching families sustainable gardening, fithess classes and cooking skills and moving to new Community

Campkin Road Centre. Through these events, NCCP continues to enrich North Cambridge, fostering a

sense of belonging and resilience within the community.
